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I. Executive Summary

A comprehensive ground assessment was conducted across all administrative zones
of Bihar to gauge public sentiment ahead of the upcoming state elections. The tour
covered 18 key locations spanning from Sasaram to Patna across 10 days, covering
approximately 2,000 km, meeting voters, influencers, stringers, politicians, and
community leaders.

In-depth interviews, Focussed Group Discussions, and Social listening were tools
used to gain insights into voter behavior, caste dynamics, and emerging political
trends across diverse constituencies.

NDA comprises Janata Dal (United) {JDU}, Bharatiya Janata Party (BJP), Lok
Janshakti Party (Ram Vilas), Hindustani Awami Morchan (Secular) {HAMS},
Rashtriya Lok Manch (RLM).

MGB consists of Rashtriya Janata Dal (RJD), Indian National Congress (INC),
Communist Party of India (Marxist—Leninist) Liberation {CPI(ML)}, Communist
Party of India (CPI), Vikassheel Insaaf Party (VIP), Jharkhand Mukti Morcha
(JMM), LJP (faction of Pashupatinath Paras, uncle of Chirag Paswan).

Prashant Kishor’s Jan Suraj Party (JSP) emerges as a significant wildcard factor
with the potential to impact both major alliances.

This comprehensive coverage ensured representation from all 9 administrative zones of

Bhojpur (part of Patna), Magadh, Munger, Bhagalpur, Purnia, Kosi, Darbhanga,

Tirhut, Saran and Patna, 18 out of 38 districts, and demographic segments of Bihar.
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Alliance Positioning

The political landscape remains largely bifurcated between the Mahagathbandhan
(MGB) led by Tejashwi Yadav and the National Democratic Alliance (NDA) led by
Nitish Kumar, with established vote banks showing limited mobility.

Traditional fear factors continue to influence core voter decisions, maintaining rigid
voting patterns that have characterized Bihar politics for decades.

A third pole in the form of Prashant Kishor’s Jan Suraj Party (JSP) has also emerged.
His influence appears more pronounced in South Bihar compared to North Bihar,
suggesting regional variations in his political appeal and organizational reach.

Regional Variations

A distinct North-South divide is evident in political discourse. North Bihar
demonstrates stronger communal undertones compared to South Bihar, with Hindu-
Muslim polarization more prominent in northern constituencies. This regional
variation reflects deeper socio-economic and historical differences between these
areas.

Muslim-Yadav Community Dynamics

The political landscape remains largely bifurcated between the Mahagathbandhan
(MGB) led by Tejashwi Yadav and the National Democratic Alliance (NDA) led by
The Muslim community (17% population) traditionally has backed the MGB in
Bihar. In 2020, a section of Muslims backed the AIMIM in Seemanchal (Muslim
population around 50%), denting its prospects in a close contest. 75% of the Muslim
community backed the MGB in 2020, 17% backed AIMIM. This increased to 83% in
the 2024 Lok Sabha elections as a section of the community realised AIMIM split
votes and helped the BJP.

This time around, the Muslim community is cautious, and a large proportion is likely
to back the MGB as in the Lok Sabha. This does not mean all is well within the
community. Some members expressed dissatisfaction with the recent Voter Adhikar
Yatra, citing inadequate representation of prominent Muslim leaders on the campaign
vehicle.

Muslim-Yadav Community Dynamics

This grievance could influence electoral choices, particularly in the Seemanchal
region, and MGB would need to assuage these concerns. The community is also
seeking higher representation in terms of tickets in proportion to their population and
a Deputy CM post.

There is growing skepticism about Prashant Kishor among Muslim voters, with many
expressing reluctance to support him this election cycle.

Concerns about his funding sources and allegations of being a BJP proxy continue to
circulate within the community. They cite JSP’s role in by-elections where MGB,
which won 3 of 4 seats in 2020, lost all of them in 2024.

Nitish Kumar, with established vote banks, is showing limited mobility.
Traditional fear factors continue to influence core voter decisions, maintaining rigid
voting patterns that have characterized Bihar politics for decades.

A third pole in the form of Prashant Kishor’s Jan Suraj Party (JSP) has also emerged.

Dalit Community Positioning

SC community accounts for 20% of Bihar’s population. There are three main
influential sub-caste groups amongst Dalits - Chamar (5%), Paswan (5%), and
Musahar (3%). Chirag Paswan of LJP hails from the Paswan community, and Jiten
Ram Manjhi from HAM hails from the Musahar community. Since they are part of
the NDA, these two groups are likely to back the NDA but seek enhanced
representation through increased ticket allocation.

The Chamar community shows inclinations toward MGB, largely driven by anti-
Paswan sentiment that has historical roots in Bihar's complex caste dynamics. Among
Dalit youth, there is an emerging interest in Chandrashekhar Ravan's Azad Samaj
Party of UP, indicating potential fragmentation of traditional Dalit voting patterns.
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Dalit Community Positioning

Mayawati’s BSP also continues to enjoy good support in Bhojpur, Saran, and
Magadh divisions, largely border areas touching UP. Left parties continue to enjoy
support from landless laborers and poor families amongst the Dalit communities in
their bastions in Bhojpur and Magadh. If the MGB gives more representation to the
Mahadalit community vis-a-vis the Paswan community, it could break the NDA.

While poor and less educated members of the community are influenced by schemes
and their beneficiary status, like pension, housing, free electricity, etc., the middle
class and educated members of the community are aspiring for change, and see Rahul
Gandhi as a messiah of upholding the spirit of the constitution, and see backing
MGB.

EBC Considerations

Hindu EBCs account for 26% of the state's population. They have traditionally
backed the NDA. The business-oriented / self-employed nature of many EBC
communities makes law and order a critical concern for their electoral choices,
making Jungelraj a talking point.

Certain sections, particularly Chandravanshis, and less privileged EBCs express
dissatisfaction with the inclusion of certain affluent communities from the BC to the
EBC list and accuse them of pocketing their jobs.

Interestingly, this issue has not been picked up by the opposition. For MGB to win,
they need to make a dent in the EBC vote and also give a higher number of tickets. In
2020, RJD had given only 18% tickets vs 26% population.
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OBC Factor

Hindu OBCs account for 25% of the population. Yadavs account for 14% and Non-
Yadav OBCs 11% of which the Kurmi-Koeri (Kushwaha) population is 7%. Bihar
CM Nitish Kumar hails from the Kurmi community. There is a clear division in the
voting pattern of Yadavs and Non-Yadav OBCs.

Yadavs are firmly behind the RJD, which leads the Mahagathbandhan. They have
been traditionally backing the Lalu family and are charged up sniffing a chance to
come back to power after 20 years. Non-Yadav OBCs are firmly behind the NDA.
Deputy CM Samrat Chaudhary and RLM’s Upendra Kushwaha hail from the
Kushwaha community through which NDA hopes to keep the flock together.

However, the Kushwaha community backed MGB in good numbers in the Lok Sabha
as well as in neighbouring UP and may shift towards MGB if offered a higher number
of candidate tickets, demonstrating the continued importance of representation
arithmetic in Bihar politics. They are likely to back candidates of their caste rather
than displaying alliance loyalty.

Upper Caste Play

Hindu upper castes account for 10%-11% of the population and have traditionally
backed the NDA, comprising 4 main sub-caste Brahmins, Rajputs, Bhumihars, and
Kayastha. A section of Rajputs backed the MGB in the 2024 Lok Sabha elections in
UP, Rajasthan, and Gujarat. A minor section of Brahmins is veering towards
Prashant Kishor as they see hope of a CM from the community after 35 years.

There are murmurs of discontent amongst the upper castes due to high administrative
corruption. BJP continues to contest elections under Nitish Kumar, and this has also
irked upper caste groups. However, the fear factor, return of Jungleraj works in
NDA's favour in a traditional forward vs backward battle.
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Corruption and Bureaucracy

Ground feedback consistently highlights persistent low-level corruption across
administrative layers. The dominance of bureaucratic culture (Afsarshahi) remains a
significant public concern, affecting citizen interactions with government services and
overall governance perception.

Welfare Scheme Reception

The 125 free electricity units scheme has provided tangible benefits, saving
approximately Rs. 300-500 per family monthly. However, its impact is viewed as
benefiting all economic sections rather than being specifically women-centric.

The proposed Rs. 10,000 cash transfer for women is highly anticipated and could
serve as a decisive electoral factor if implemented before voting, just like the Ladli
Bahin Scheme of MP and Maharashtra. The women's turnout in Bihar is 5%-6%
higher than that of men, and this could turn out to be a decisive factor.

Caste-Based Voting Patterns

Caste remains the dominant factor in electoral decision-making, with voting patterns
largely predetermined along traditional lines. Final candidate selection often depends
on caste arithmetic specific to individual constituencies, with voters making ultimate

decisions only after candidate announcements.

Youth and Employment

Unemployment emerges as a significant concern, particularly among youth who
remain financially dependent on parents. This economic dependency often translates
into following family voting instructions, limiting independent political choices
among younger demographics.

Despite economic concerns, the analysis suggests that communal considerations may
ultimately overshadow employment issues in final voting decisions.
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I11. Key Findings
E) Leadership Perceptions

Nitish Kumar retains popularity among his core constituencies of Koeri/Kurmi
communities and women voters. However, there is growing sentiment that he should
step aside to allow younger leadership to take charge.

While Prashant Kishor generates considerable discussion and interest, public
perception suggests limited expectations of his electoral success despite the attention
his political activities receive.

F) Regional Political Influences

The Bhojpur division, particularly areas bordering Uttar Pradesh, shows continued
BSP influence, reflecting cross-border political connections and shared demographic
patterns with neighboring UP constituencies.

The Voter Adhikar Yatra received mixed responses, with strong support among
existing MGB supporters, while some participants attended primarily out of curiosity
to see Rahul Gandhi rather than political conviction.

G) Campaign Considerations

In terms of the campaign, I found posters across the state of both NDA and MGB.
While there is a common poster campaign of NDA with both pictures of PM Modi
and CM Nitish Kumar, from the MGB side, there is mention of “Tejashwi Sarkar”
and not “Mahagathbandhan Sarkar”.

To be fair, both face seat distribution and leadership issues with the BJP not explicitly

mentioning Nitish will be CM in case of victory, while Rahul dodged the question on
Tejashwi as CM face during Voter Adhikar Yatra.

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There are 9 administrative zones in Bihar, and we have created an additional zone,
Bhojpour, for simplification. In the 2020 Vidhan Sabha polls, the NDA bagged 125
and the MGB 110 seats. NDA led in 7 zones while MGB led in 3, as detailed below.
In the 7 zones, NDA led by 52 seats, while in the 3 zones, MGB led by 37 seats,
resulting in a net lead of 15 seats for the NDA. NDA won big in North Bihar zones of
Tirhut and Darbhanga, leading by 31 seats, while MGB won big in South Bihar zones
of Magadh and Bhojpur, leading by 31 seats. JDU could not open its account in both
these zones.

What is the current situation?
The survey suggests that the current Mahagathbandhan's seats in Bhojpur and

Magadh may decrease, while they may increase in Purnia. Elsewhere, the 2020
situation appears to be largely maintained.
